We continue to strengthen
alliances, develop policy recommendations, and expand collective mobilization toward
HLPF 2026 and other international processes, reaffirming that there can be no sustainable
development without racial justice, meaningful participation, and global equity.

ECOSOC Partnership Forum & ECOSOC Coordination Segment

We participated in the ECOSOC Partnership Forum and the ECOSOC Coordination Segment,
central United Nations spaces for strengthening multilateralism, international cooperation, and
civil society participation in the implementation of the 2030 Agenda. These processes bring
together Member States, UN agencies, experts, and stakeholders to discuss collective solutions
to global inequalities and sustainable development challenges.

Through coordination within the Major Groups and Other Stakeholders Coordination Mechanism
(MGoS CM), we represented civil society and the People of African Descent Stakeholder Group
(PAD SG) in the Expert Group Meeting of the Multi-Stakeholder Advisory Group for the ECOSOC
Partnership Forum 2026, strengthening the political advocacy of People of African Descent in
multilateral debates.

During the ECOSOC Coordination Segment, we participated as Speaker from the Floor in the
panel “ECOSOC after 80: Strategic imperatives for the future,” advocating for the meaningful
inclusion of stakeholders, intersectional approaches integrating race, gender, and youth, as well
as the strengthening of the political participation of People of African Descent in global
decision-making processes.

We also contributed to the side event “Shaping the Future of Multilateralism: Partnerships
Driving Change,” highlighting the strategic role of partnerships in transforming muiltilateralism
and promoting justice, equity, and effective social participation in global agendas

March 2026

Commission on the Status of Women - 70th Session (CSW70)

We participated in the 70th session of the Commission on the Status of Women (CSW70), the
main global United Nations space for policymaking and international advocacy on gender
equality and women's rights. The process brings together governments, the UN, and civil society
to monitor international commitments and press for concrete responses to the structural
inequalities affecting women and girls around the world.

Within the framework of CSW70, the People of African Descent Stakeholder Group (PAD SG)
strengthened the political advocacy of women of African descent, promoting an agenda
centered on racial justice, access to justice, economic emancipation, and political participation
in global governance spaces.

PAD SG presented its Position Paper, focusing on access to justice and denouncing the
structural inequalities faced by women of African descent. The document was published on the
group’s official website and shared with member organizations, expanding its political and
institutional advocacy.

The activities addressed issues such as racial justice, gender, economic and political inclusion,
inclusive financing, and confronting the structural barriers that impact women of African
descent across different territories. Key outcomes included the development of policy
recommendations, the strengthening of strategic alliances, and the expansion of PAD SG's
international advocacy in debates on equality, sustainable development, and global justice.

April 2026
2nd Global Workshop on Voluntary National Reviews (VNRs)

We participated in the Second Global Workshop on Voluntary National Reviews (VNRs), a
strategic United Nations space aimed at strengthening national processes for the
implementation and monitoring of the 2030 Agenda. The meeting brings together governments,
experts, and civil society to discuss ways to expand social participation, transparency, and the
effectiveness of Voluntary National Reviews (VNRs), presented annually at the High-level
Political Forum (HLPF).

Representing the People of African Descent Stakeholder Group (PAD SG) and the Major Groups
and Other Stakeholders Coordination Mechanism (MGoS CM), we participated in Brasilia in the
session “Stakeholder engagement in the VNRs and enhancing ownership of the 2030 Agendaq,”
strengthening civil society advocacy in debates on monitoring and accountability for the
Sustainable Development Goals.

We also joined the Working Group on VNR Guidelines within the MGoS CM, contributing to the
organization and strengthening of the stakeholder space at the HLPF and advocating for more
participatory, transparent, and inclusive processes.

Among PAD SG’'s main contributions were the defense of the inclusion of disaggregated data
and the cross-cutting integration of race and gender perspectives in national reports,
reinforcing the need for monitoring mechanisms that reveal structural inequalities and ensure
that no one is left behind in the implementation of the 2030 Agenda.

2026 Forum of the Countries of Latin America and the Caribbean on
Sustainable Development

We participated in the 2026 Forum of the Countries of Latin America and the Caribbean on
Sustainable Development, ECLAC’s regional space for monitoring the 2030 Agenda and for
political coordination among governments, the UN, and civil society toward the HLPF. The
process is strategic for strengthening regional advocacy, expanding social participation, and
pressing for concrete responses to structural inequalities in Latin America and the Caribbean.
The PAD SG organized the side event “Disaggregated Data for Sustainable Development:
Strengthening Inclusive Public Policies in Latin America and the Caribbean,” in partnership with
ECLAC, IPEA, and government representatives from the region, strengthening the debate on
racial justice and data production for inclusive public policies.

Thaynah Gutierrez, Geledés’ advisor on Environmental Racism and a member of PAD SG,
moderated the debates related to SDG 11, promoting dialogues on sustainable cities,
environmental racism, gentrification, and real estate speculation based on the territorial
realities of Latin American youth. At the Forum of the Countries, she sought to reinforce the need
to recognize the agendas of Indigenous Peoples and People of African Descent in discussions
on the outcomes of COP30 and sustainable development. She also participated in the side
event on disaggregated data, highlighting the importance of strengthening regional capacities
for the production of racial and intersectional data, as well as building partnerships among civil
society, academia, and multilateral organizations to address the challenges posed by the rise
of the far right and to improve inclusive public policies in the region.

April 2026

5th Session of the Permanent Forum on People of African Descent

We participated in the 5th session of the Permanent Forum on People of African Descent, a
United Nations mechanism created to promote racial justice, sustainable development,
recognition, reparations, and the political participation of People of African Descent at the
global level. The Forum is a strategic space for international advocacy and for strengthening
anti-racist agendas within the multilateral system.

Within the framework of the session held in Geneva, the People of African Descent Stakeholder
Group (PAD SG) organized the side event “In Times of Crisis, Why Multilateralism Still Matters:
People of African Descent, Reparatory Justice and Global Governance,” promoting debates on
reparatory justice, global crises, and the need to strengthen a multilateralism committed to
human rights and racial equity.

UNS8O Initiative

The People of African Descent Stakeholder Group (PAD SG) has actively participated in
consultations and advocacy spaces related to the UN80O Agenda, contributing to
debates on United Nations system reform from an anti-racist, intersectional, and
human rights-centered perspective. This engagement takes place through
coordination within the Major Groups and Other Stakeholders Coordination Mechanism
(MGoS CM), global civil society networks, and the UN80 Working Group.

In the political and normative field, the group has advocated for the cross-cutting
integration of racial justice throughout the UN80 Agenda, defending the preservation
and strengthening of the UN’'s anti-racist mandates and mechanisms, without
weakening or mergers that would reduce their institutional and political impact. PAD
SG has also promoted intersectional approaches that integrate race, gender, disability,
age, and territory in discussions on the future of multilateralism.

PAD SG's engagement in the UN80 Agenda has consolidated the group as a strategic
actor in debates on UN reform, strengthening alliances within the multilateral system
and reaffirming the centrality of racial justice in building the future of the United
Nations.

In 2026, PAD SG will continue expanding its advocacy in key spaces of the UN system,
articulating racial justice, gender equality, and sustainable development. Based on the
ECOSOC calendar, we highlight below some of the main moments in which our
agendas may advance strategically:
